• Tutorials will also be provided in addition to this schedule, details of which are still to be finalised and may include a range of mechanisms 
such as for example (online demos, case studies, quizzes, live Q&A and possibly some on campus tutorials). 

• Due to size of labs (Sheraton Court /Dept), all lab modules will be online. 
• All lectures will be recorded and available online through the university’s Virtual Learning Environment, Canvas, to be accessed by students 

on the days when they are not on campus and to facilitate students who cannot be physically present.
